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Over the lifetime of this ministry, the Lord has allowed us to 

walk beside our clients as He draws them closer to Himself. 
̵ Deny and Samantha were prior clients who came back to attend the weekly Bible Study at the Center.  

When asked why they decided to return without currently expecting Deny responded, “We came 

previously for our sons, this time we are coming for us.”  They had in fact attended our LEAP (Life 

Education Assistance Program) and Bible study with both their sons but knew they were missing 

something in their lives.   

̵ After several weeks, they began to attend Sagemont Church along with the CPC Bible study each week.  

Although they had been together for several years, they decided they needed to get married to live 

according to the Bible.  Unable to afford a wedding, they went to the Justice of the Peace but still longed 

for a Christian marriage.   

̵ With the help of Pastor Guel, Savannah Bakery, a volunteer photographer and several other members of 

the CPC Family, their desire became a reality.  It is an awesome blessing to witness what Jesus can to 

in the lives of our clients and their children.  

The Lord has established this ministry to save lives.   
̵ From 2004 through 2018, He has been faithful to bring hope to the hopeless through Jesus.
