We have lived to see the overturning of Roe v Wade 

and the great State of Texas standing firm to save the lives of the unborn.   

We are blessed by the Lord to be part of His plan to save lives.  
• There remains a battle for sanctity of human life in a number of other states, but with God all things are 

possible. Over the past five decades, we have witnessed the impact of devaluing human life initiated by 

legalizing abortions. Today crimes and the taking of life at all ages has drastically increased. The Lord loves 

life and every individual is a uniquely valued by Him. In His mercy, He has given opportunities through 

ministries like ours to lead persons to choose physical and eternal life.  

There are six things the Lord hates, seven that are detestable to Him: (one is) hands that shed innocent 

blood, (Proverbs 6:16-17)  

• We are privileged during this unsettling time to help birth, rebirth and/or strengthen other centers. Abortion 

may cease in our state but unplanned pregnancies, and needs of those in desperate circumstances do not. 

With this, more crisis pregnancy centers are needed than ever.  Centers God has led us to help include ones 

in the Hill country, Madisonville and Galveston County.

Likewise, through scripture-

based class curriculum, they are empowered with parenting skills and can earn material needs for their new 

baby. Now the Lord is allowing us to pass all these great tools forward to other centers.
